4. CCD Projections – Dan.  Summary that Ed put together .  Sub regional studies 
– projections become more important with TID in NCCo 18,000 difference  in 
2050 in Ed’s and Dan’s numbers – economic and housing Brandywine, Pike 
Creek and Upper Christina, interesting housing stock, single person HH in 
Upper Christina has 2,700 houses with 65+ can easily change population 
equation.  Phase 1, Phase 2 of new developments can start at any time.  
Working with NCCo, they indicate it could be 10% more, numbers are in flux.  
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Ed and Dan, HH, family, non-family, 65+ all are variables as baby boomers 
pass on – new family buys house, thousands and thousands of houses that 
need to be filled – many houses are going to be filled.  Births, deaths, and 
migration are usually looked at for population – how are these distributed in 
population.  How does HH size, family and non-family and 65+ play into 
population size?   
Ed – MOT first look at ACS and then subtracts 2010 migration 1,900, 1,400, 
2,200, 1,480, 542.  Normal methodology, race, gender, ethnicity, calculate head 
of household – seeing it flatten out in 2050.  Can’t see any reason why 
migration why migration has deceased to MOT has decreased – checked with 
HSS.  MOT is in line for building 3,500 new units.  The implication of this is 
that possibly new housing will be remain vacant.  Open question – 65+ age in 
place.  Also looking at housing type.  Also will be looking at Bridgeville, Dover 
DHSA - Housing needs assessment - needs to be done more often.  DHSA 
looking to do an affordable housing study.   
Interesting to look at Lewis - is it negative due to deaths and young people 
can’t afford to buy there.  Will also be looking DPH data. 
Distributing how empty houses will be filled. 
DHSA – starting to look at lot sizes as a fair housing issue.
